Economic Crisis and Domestic Violence
By .... Deborah Donahue — Executive Director

As we all face tough economic times, victims of
domestic violence are confronted with fewer choices
to escape their abuse. There have been many
media reports lately linking the rise in domestic
violence to the recent bad economy. Victims across
the country and victims that we serve have
expressed that “he has lost his job and now is home
all day and is in my face all the time.” These
stressful economic times may exacerbate situations
where domestic violence already is a factor. In
January 2009, the National Domestic Violence
Hotline (NDVH) released data suggesting a link
between financial stress and domestic violence. For
victims who called the NDVH during the six week
study, 54 percent reported a change in their
household’s financial situation in the past year.
Victims are finding it more difficult to find jobs and
affordable housing. With the fear of not be able to
provide for themselves and their children, victims
may feel forced to stay in an abusive relationship.
From July of 2008 to December 2008, DVS/CP's
statistics show that there was a 65% increase in
filing of Protection From Abuse (PFA) orders, versus
the same period in 2007. While DVS/CP continues
to reach out to victims, the agency’'s challenge is to
provide the same level of services with the loss of
funding. Community support is vital to insure that
services will be available to victims who need our
help. Please support our organization.

Pennsylvania Leader in Battered Women’s Movement to be

inducted into National Women’s Hall of Fame

HARRISBURG, PA — The Pennsylvania Coalition Against Domestic Violence (PCADV) announced that its co-founder
and former executive director, Susan Kelly-Dreiss of Hershey, is among 10 outstanding American women to be inducted
into the National Women'’s Hall of Fame in 2009.
Ms. Kelly-Dreiss served as the first and long-standing executive director of PCADV — the nation’s first
state domestic violence coalition — from 1976 until her retirement in October 2008.
The induction will take place later this year at the Hall of Fame Headquarters in Seneca Falls, NY —
the location of the first women'’s rights convention in 1848.
In a press release announcing the 2009 list, the Hall's Executive Director, Christine M. Moulton, said,
“This group of dynamic, intelligent, and accomplished women is a reflection of the very best of America.
Overcoming sexism, stereotypical expectations of women, and personal obstacles, each has become a
stellar example of greatness in her respective field.”
“What a fitting way to launch National Women’s History Month,” said Roberta Hacker, Executive
Director of Women In Transition, Philadelphia, and PCADV’s Board President, applauding the selection of Ms. Kelly-
Dreiss. “This is a celebration for both PCADV and Susan, under whose leadership we have built a remarkable history,
rich in stories of tenacity and ingenuity, setbacks and successes, improvisation and transformation. Ours is the story of
generations of determined battered women'’s advocates — the systems they've changed, the attitudes they’ve shifted, the
allies they've enlisted, and, most importantly, the women and children whose lives they've touched and futures they've
transformed,” Ms. Hacker noted.

Ms. Kelly-Dreiss was one of a handful of strong and courageous Pennsylvania women who came together in 1976 to
establish the nation’s first state domestic violence coalition, to build a statewide network of life-saving services, and to
create a lasting legacy of hope and promise — that the doors that have been opened in every corner of the
Commonwealth will never again close on a battered woman and her children.

With her induction, Ms. Kelly-Dreiss joins another group of strong and courageous women — the 226 other “Women of
the Hall” whose distinguished achievements and contributions serve as inspiration and innovation for future generations.
