Domestic Violence Awareness 

Month History... 

Domestic Violence Awareness Month (DVAM) evolved from the 

"Day of Unity" in October 1981 conceived by the National Coalition 

Against Domestic Violence. The intent was to connect advocates 

across the nation who were working to end violence against women 

and their children. The Day of Unity soon became an entire week 

devoted to a range of activities conducted at the local, state, and 

national levels. 

 

The activities conducted were as varied and diverse as the program 

sponsors but had common themes: mourning those who have died 

because of domestic violence, celebrating those who have survived, 

and connecting those who work to end violence.  

 

In October 1987, the first Domestic Violence Awareness Month was 

observed. That same year marks the initiation of the first national 

domestic violence toll-free hotline. In 1989 the U.S. Congress passed 

Public Law 101-112 designating October of that year as National 

Domestic Violence Awareness Month. Such legislation has passed 

every year since with NCADV providing key leadership in this 

effort. Each year, the Day of Unity is celebrated the first Monday of 

Domestic Violence Awareness Month.

announce they have been named an official distribution center for the sale 

of Christmas reindeer food by Domestic Violence Services of Cumberland 

& Perry Counties (DVS/CP). Each year DVS/CP sells Christmas Reindeer 

Food not only to raise funds for the organization but also to help Santa 

Claus of the North Pole with a dilemma over his Reindeer’s growing 

nutritional needs on Christmas Eve. 

  

 During the off-season Santa Claus has no problem feeding his team 

of reindeer. In fact during the summer months Santa takes the team to 

private, undisclosed locations for grazing. With the exception of routine 

training runs the reindeer’s calorie requirements are nothing compared to 

what is needed for Christmas Eve. 

  

 It takes 25,000 BTUE’s (Big Time Units of Energy) for a team of 8 

Reindeer, Santa and the sleigh full of toys to take off and land per 

household. That is roughly 3,000 plus BTUEs per Reindeer. It takes 9,000 

calories for a reindeer to produce that number of BTUEs. That means more 

than 78,000 calories for each take off and landing!!! 

  

 Over the centuries Santa has devised a formula, which packs 

thousands of calories into a small amount of granular food. In the past 

Santa has loaded this food onto the sleigh along with his cargo of toys. He 

packages the food into quantities needed for one landing and takeoff and 

feeds the reindeer the mixture each stop.  

  

 Nothing goes to waste, as birds and small animals will eat any 

morsels left on the ground. Oddly enough Santa’s formula only powers 

reindeer so there is no fear that birds, chipmunks and squirrels will be 

flying through the air at breakneck speed. 

  

 As the world’ s population continues to grow so does the food 

supply packed in Santa’s sleigh straining even the magical powers of Santa 

Claus. That is where DVS/CP comes in. In order to reduce Santa’s load 

they are asking all of us to sprinkle this special food produced by Santa for 

the reindeer before going to bed on Christmas Eve. 

  

 Everyone knows that carrots and apples are tasty treats the  reindeer 

look forward to each year. Of course tasty treats do not supply the 

necessary energy the team requires.  
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 To purchase Christmas Reindeer food call the Musselman’s at 763-7440 and arrange a time to come by 

or send a self addressed stamped envelope. We suggest one stamp for every bag you intend to purchase. The 

bags of food are 5”x8” and contain 2 ounces of food. DVS/CP sells the packages of Santa’s food for $1.00 per 

package. 

 

Keep in mind that for every bag you purchase is a dollar for DVS/CP and one less bag on Santa’s sleigh.
